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The Cinderella Project Receives Gubernatorial Proclamation

Two Louisiana-Based Companies Make Major Financial Contributions

Baton Rouge -- Gov. Bobby Jindal issued a gubernatorial proclamation in support of The Cinderella Projct today.   The Cinderella Project’s corporate sponsors, community partners, volunteers and in-kind donors gathered at the Governor’s Mansion today celebrate the occasion.  This is the first year The Cinderella Project will serve students statewide at its annual Dress Giveaway in April.
“I’m delighted to be a part of The Cinderella Project’s mission of empowering young women to feel stronger and more confident in themselves,” said Mrs. Jindal.  “Thank you to the Cinderella Project for getting involved and truly making a difference for young women in our community.”

Founded in January 2008, The Cinderella Project is a 501(c)3 volunteer organization that fosters empowerment and individual beauty by providing free prom dresses and wedding gowns to high school students and brides-to-be who cannot otherwise afford them.  Since September 2008, the organization has collected 8,500 donated dresses and nearly 1,000 students at 41 high schools in 12 parishes have received free dresses.  

At the luncheon today, IBERIABANK and Raising Cane’s Chicken Fingers each donated $5,000 to The Cinderella Project.  The organization will use these funds to purchase plus-size dresses, which it typically does not receive enough of through individual donations.  

“We are very fortunate to have the support of both IBERIABANK and Raising Cane’s Chicken Fingers,” said Co-Founder Shelton Jones.  “Their generosity will ensure that every young woman who attends this year’s Dress Giveaway will receive the perfect dress.”

The 2010 Dress Giveaway will take place on April 10 and 11 at the A.C. Lewis branch of the YMCA.  The event is open to high school students and brides-to-be statewide who are in financial need of a prom dress or a wedding gown.
